
Are you at Risk?
Recent prosecutions of executive officers have highlighted the responsibility held 
by individuals for breaches of WHS legislation. Responsibility rests with Executive 
Officers including Directors, CEOs and Senior Managers.

The legislation in Queensland is quite explicit in making those who control a corporation’s management personally 
liable if the corporation is found to have breached health and safety legislation. Recent prosecutions have highlighted 
the importance of due diligence with individual managers being issued penalties on top of the corporate penalties. In 
one recent case, a Victorian company Director incurred a penalty of $100,000 on top of a corporate penalty of $100,000 
for failing to provide adequate training, supervision and instruction to a worker. In considering due diligence, Courts 
will review many issues including instruction, supervision and monitoring strategies adopted by the corporation, their 
documentation and how well their managers understand their legal requirements.

The prosecution needs a clear message that State OHS authorities will enforce the OHS Legislation against an individual, 
as well as corporate bodies. Managers who are operating without a practical and effective OHS Management system are 
at risk of prosecution. At an even greater risk of prosecution are those people who “make” or participate in decisions 
affecting an organisations business.
