
Are you at Risk?
Recent prosecutions of executive officers have highlighted the responsibility held 
by individuals for breaches of OHS legislation. Responsibility rests with Executive 
Officers including Directors, CEOs and Senior Managers.  

The legislation in each State is quite explicit in making those who control a corporation’s management personally liable if the 
corporation is found to have breached health and safety legislation. Recent prosecutions have highlighted the importance 
of due diligence with individual managers being issued penalties on top of the corporate penalties. In one recent case 
a company incurred a penalty of $100,000 and in the same prosecution a director was personally fined $100,000. The 
maximum penalty in NSW is $82,500 or imprisonment for 2 years (or both) for individuals and $825,000 for corporations.

Directors, CEOs and managers must demonstrate due diligence in the management of health and safety. The safety 
management system must be implemented and maintained to a standard that ensures its effectiveness. The Courts will 
consider the many issues including instruction, supervision and monitoring strategies adopted by the corporation, their 
documentation and how well the manager understands their legal requirements.
